
Directions
By train
From London Waterloo (a 10-minute walk): leave the station 
concourse via Exit 2 (Taxis, Jubilee Line and Waterloo Road),  
opposite platform 4. Turn right out of the station, walk 100m  
along Waterloo Road and then take the first left on to The Cut. 
Continue straight ahead, crossing Blackfriars Road (where  
The Cut becomes Union Street), and keep going until you reach  
Sunday at no. 207, opposite the Charles Dickens pub. 

From London Bridge (a 12-minute walk): exit the station via Joiner 
Street, continue along London Bridge Street and turn left on to 
Borough High Street. Just past Southwark Cathedral, turn right on  
to Union Street. Continue forward, over Marshalsea Road, to no. 207.

By tube
Our nearest Tube station is Southwark on the Jubilee Line (a five-
minute walk). Come out of the station, cross Blackfriars Road and 
continue down Union Street until you reach Sunday at no. 207.

By car
There’s a Union Car Park on the corner of Great Suffolk Street  
and Union Street (SE1 OUE), open 6.30 am to 7pm.
